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Miss Amelia Earhart chose a section of spring for the f i r s t award 

jr»**« despite the fact that on her desk she has a bal l bearing 

as an ornament* 

Asked why she did not chose for f i r s t award the bal l bearing in 

the exhibi t ion, she said* 

"As a matter of Jkct, in designing c lothes, I made a buckle for a 

belt out of that bal l bearing because I thought i t was a beautiful 

thing* I have on my desk as an ornament an intake valve because i t 

is beautiful and th is section of spring I chose f i r s t because i t i s 

satisfactory from every angle* One doesn't have to know what i t i s 

to appreciate i t s form and I think that the Exhibition as a whole 

is a great step forward in that I bel ieve pepple may see beauty in 

machine which so often we think of as only crude or lacking indiv idual i ty 

which i sn ' t the case at a l l for anyone who has eyes to see*" 

Asked how he thought the Exhibition related to the quotation of 

Plato which appears in the Exhibition catalog, Professor Dewey 

explained: 
WI do not know just how I can put it* I think it is somewhat 

extraordinary that Modern Machine production for industrial purposes 

should illustrate as well as it does the statement of Plato regarding 

the abstract beauty of geometric forms, made before any such thing 

as machinery existed* 

I hope all those who are skeptical about the aesthetic possibilities 

of machine production will see the Exhibition. To my mind there is 

convincing proof that there is no essential opposition between production 
for 
/ u t i l i t y and for beauty. The problem i s essent ia l l y one of design and 

f in ish .
